How it works:  BCRTA picks passengers up at their 

homes or other requested locations, and proceeds to 

the destination(s) listed at the left after all passengers 

have boarded.  Passengers are able to shop for up to 

two hours in one location or one hour in two 

locations.  More than two stops may be permitted by 

the driver if time allows.  At the end of the two hour 

window, all passengers are picked up and returned to 

their home or other designated site.   Pick-ups usually 

begin around 9 AM and shopping usually concludes at 

11:45 AM.  Passengers may schedule a reservation by 

calling 513-785-5237. 

Fare: $4.00 Round Trip 

(H) indicates pick-up available in Hamilton only. 

(F) indicates pick-up available in Fairfield only.
